Newsñjust to name a few. In July, he was named the 

winner of the Jimmy V. Perseverance Award at the 

ESPN ESPY Awards, Meyer used his national spot-

light to promote the community he calls home, North-

ern State University and Aberdeen, South Dakota. 

 

In April, Meyer received recognition for his achieve-

ments at the NCAA Final Four. 

 

Meyer has been married to his wife, Carmen, for 42 

years.
